Mags Portman PrEP Access Fund (THT)
• Provides access to free PrEP
• Up to 1,000 people over 2 years 
3 sets of criteria
• Cannot access health service PrEP
• Meets clinical eligibility
• Meets financial eligibility

– no income (apart from benefits)

• Issued a code to use at point of payment
• Also available face to face at 56 Dean Street



PrEP Shop 56 Dean Street
What?
• Self-sourcing direct from 56 Dean Street’s pharmacy at 

£17.50 per month (30 pills)*
How?
• Able to prescribe PrEP via ‘Additional Private Care’,
• Originally designed for NHS patients with cancer who want 

to buy additional chemotherapy drugs that are not 
available on the NHS.

• Same mechanism to prescribe, sell and monitor people on 
PrEP

Approx 2000 people accessed since launch in Feb 2018



Community Assistance Programmes (CAPs)

• CAP - % added to total price. Means tested or 
totally free coupon scheme

• Incentivised referrals – like Uber

• Pay it forward option – like Starbucks
