• Well-advertised
• Good attendance around 40 people 

in a small bar
• Good discussions (divided opinions)
• Same dynamics as similar events

in Copenhagen

• Time consuming 
• Difficult to scale up
• “discrediting panel” from 

HIV test point 



Fetish and sex-shop blogs
Articles on my experiences on PrEP for the fetish community

• Perfect target audience for PrEP
• Existing subscriber base (couple thousand) 
• SLM Copenhagen and non-profit photoshoots
• 886 displays within 6 days (top performing article)
• Positive feedback – trustworthy information

• Having content is important but difficult 
(photos, videos)

• I would reconsider own pictures in the fetish 
campaign



Replika – printed LGBTQ+ magazine
Few pages of Interview on PrEP, calendar and on-line FB info

• Giving PrEP a face
• Viral attention
• Shared personal story on sex, 

HIV scare and PrEP
• Several repostings –heated discussions
• Radio interview follow-up
• More personal stories shared by readers
• More stories on HIV and health

• Poles are not used to talking about sex openly
• A lot of misconceptions and prejudice
• Internet haters - nasty
• Grow some thick skin



Social media Q&A videos
Facebook live and IG Q&A videos

• LGBTQ+ FB groups with 9k users
• Easy to organise (make a plan for the talk)
• Interactive
• Personal and direct
• Repeated several times
• Recording can be shared (available on the group)

• Specially FB live vid can be long (1h)
• Can't be shared outside the group
• Difficult to navigate in the video
• Constant repetition



Pan od PrEP-u
YouTube channel for PrEP and sex health topics

• Very well received
• Simple explanations of complex topics
• Light and humorous (no-shirt at the start)
• 40k views
• Meeting people IRL, “thank you” at the parties
• Short, short, short!

• Take a lot of time (recording, editing)
